Artists, flower lovers to unite for annual festival
As good as all the previous Flower and Fine Art Festivals have been, this year’s—the

It will begin Friday, March 11, with the Artists’ Reception and Art Sale from 7 to 9 p.m.
in the Great Hall. Many of the participating artists will be present to discuss their
techniques, the mediums they use, and the inspiration for their work. Violinist Barbara
Murray will play, and hors d’oeuvres and a cash bar will be available. The Art Sale will
continue throughout Saturday and Sunday from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m.

St. Croix artist Jane Akin has donated an original watercolor floral painting for the
festival. Posters of her painting will be on sale, and the original work will be raffled off.

St. Croix’s Hibiscus, Orchid, Bonsai and Fern societies will have elaborate and
colorful displays in the Great Hall. Other highlights will include “Art in the Garden,”
with handsome outdoor exhibits, and “Art in Bloom,” which will again be presented
in the Education Center. A floral designer interprets a work of art, and both are
exhibited together.

New this year will be a hands-on Floral Design Clinic by Beatrice Ramos of 
Wild Orchid Gifts & Flowers, a St. Croix native who studied floral design at the

Academia Boshette in Puerto Rico. 

Guided tours will be offered Saturday and Sunday; and workshops will be
sponsored by the Orchid and Hibiscus societies. Members of the public
are invited to bring their own special plants (in pots) for exhibition during
the event. The Nursery will be open; and local food vendors and a cash
bar will provide refreshments.
